This can vary, you can go from representing students in conversation with the Vice
Chancellor, delving into Postgrad Taught Experience Survey (PTES) and Postgrad Research
Experience Survey (PRES) data, to speaking to academic reps at Rep Con. You can spend
time in University Committees preparing reports and helping to represent students'
academic interests, as well as running community building events for postgrads. Sometimes
you may work with services in the University such as Study Skills, Bristol Institute of
Learning and Teaching or the Library Services. You will also attend Trustee Board meetings
of the Student Unions or various Democratic Events to give updates to students.

To help you get your voice heard by the University and other students, you’ll need to commit
some time ahead of the election. This could be because you’re training or campaigning to
become a student leader, it’s an exciting and rewarding period!

For the election, you’ll need to write a personal statement. This is your chance to tell students
who you are, why you are standing for elections, what your plans are in the role and why you
should get elected. It’s time to show them why you’re the best person for the job. 
Please submit this personal statement by 12 pm, Friday 27 February 2026.  

The Important Stuff 
This year, we are running two Rules Briefings on Weds 25 Feb 12.30-15.00 and Tues 3 Mar
12.00-14.30 and we will ask which one you’re attending once you’ve put in your nomination.
It is a compulsory session and you won’t be able to campaign if you miss it! As a Full-time
Officer candidate, we will also take your professional headshot to be used in your campaign -
we will let you know more details once you’ve nominated.

Voting week runs from 9 March 2025 to 12 March 2026 and this is also your time to
campaign. We highly recommend you go out there, show your face, and chat with as many
students as possible. As a Full Time Officer, you’ll be giving student voices a platform,
campaigning for student rights, and making positive changes to student life. Telling them
what you hope to do will enhance your chances of winning! 

We will be letting you know the results on 13 March 2026 in the SU Living Room. You’re
welcome to bring your friends/campaign team along with you and there will be SU staff to
offer support should you need it.
